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TO THE NETWORK

SEVEN YEARS AGO WE (THE PULLEYS) 
BOUGHT A  HOUSE  IN  THE  SECTION 8 
SATURATED NEIGHBORHOOD OF BELMONT 
HEIGHTS. The house itself needed some 
work but was in decent shape, but the 
quarter-acre double lot yard had clearly 
not been maintained in over a decade. 
It was a jungle of trash and overgrowth 
which took two weeks and dozens of 
trailer trips to the dump just to clear out. 
Once it was clear, that’s when we realized 
there was only one small section of actual 
grass, the property was basically just dirt.

Today, if you look from my rear window, 
my backyard is beautifully plush green. 
When you look up close, there’s still 
barely any grass. I never had the money 
or motivation to plant anything. But 
an invasive ground vine overruled my 
budget and my negligence to slowly over 
the years track down every dirt spot in 
my yard and make it green.  In the early 
days of it spreading, I tried to pull it, and 
as I pulled I realized just how far, spread 
out, and interconnected these ground 
vines were.  I gave up.  Its invasion of 
my yard was stubborn, indomitable, and 
became strangely beautiful to us.

We’ve always called the Underground 
community an experiment. On the 
vanguard of an alternative operative 
system for the church, an alternative that 
awakens and empowers the priesthood 
of all believers rather than lulling them to 
sleep with a consumer lullaby.  Over 15 
years later, and that humble experiment 
has become beautifully invasive. Every 
week we’re seeing disciples listen to Jesus 
as he sends them to another patch of dirt 
somewhere in the city to make green 
and to lifeless places to plant roots and 
cultivate the beauty of resurrection life.

Alone we seem futile, powerless and 
vulnerable, but collectively we are 
stubborn, unpullable, indomitable, and 
surprising the city with the beauty 
and wonder of the Kingdom. It is hard 
nowadays for anyone in Tampa to 
go a month, let alone a day, without 
knowingly or unknowingly encountering 
“underground people”.  Your missional 
life is brave and beautiful, not futile. 
Your seemingly ordinary microchurch 
is powerful, planting new seeds with 
generational and eternal effects that you 
can barely comprehend.

In 2024, may we spread uncontrollably, 
abiding in Jesus the true vine, holding his 
hand on his relentless pursuit of every 
patch of dirt.  May our city grow plush 
green with the presence, will & love of 
Jesus our Lord.

In April we are partnering 
with KC Underground to host 
the Microchurches Conference 
again in Kansas City. We’ll have 
leaders from around the country 
and around the world gather 
together to rediscover the smaller 
way and join with dozens of other 
practitioners and tribes for shared 
learning and encouragement.

Recently, the Underground 
forged a partnership with 
COhatch to provide catalyzing 
& co l laborat ive  work ing 
environments for missional leaders, 
disciplemakers and simple churches 
across the region. Later this year, 
the West Tampa location will open 
for our community to utilize for 
coworking, meetings, and events.

This year we’re collaborating 
with ReWireU to offer the 
larger community access to 
resources that have been 
curated by experienced church 
and ministry leaders from our 
friends at ReWire. As part of the 
Underground community, you can 
participate in these courses for 
free alongside missionary peers.

Our basic structure, 
Manifeso Values, and conviction 
to help people be the church in 
their context came in 2006 when 
we sent a team to be mentored by 
Filipino church planters. In June, 
we’ll spend 10 days living in the 
slums of Manila, learning and 
being shaped by God among the 
desperation of the world.
