Terms PP
· HaShem- In Hebrew, this word literally means “the Name” and refers to the “The Name of the Lord”.  It is used as a respectful substitute for the YHVH “Yahweh”- the unpronounced name of the Almighty, as revealed to Moses.

· Yeshua- the Hebrew name of Jesus…means “the Lord Saves” 
· For thousands of years jews have prayed for God to bring salvation…but in Hebrew they say “bring Yeshua”…then he came in Jesus.

Trilogy

· There are three Passovers
· The first, Israel’s original Seder conducted in Egypt, as they prepared to experience the mighty deliverance power of HaShem from slavery.

· The second, Messiah’s Seder, which he shared with his disciples just prior to His execution and sacrifice nearly 2000 years ago.

· The third, Our Seder to remember and participate in the first two original experiences.

Preparing the Passover

· 15   Seven days you shall eat unleavened bread, but on the first day you shall remove leaven from your houses; for whoever eats anything leavened from the first day until the seventh day, that person shall be cut off from Israel. 
16 On the first day you shall have a holy assembly, and another holy assembly on the seventh day; no work at all shall be done on them, except what must be eaten by every person, that alone may be prepared by you. 
17   'You shall also observe the Feast of Unleavened Bread, for on this very day I brought your hosts out of the land of Egypt; therefore you shall observe this day throughout your generations as a permanent ordinance.

· Tell about Jews who go nuts cleaning out leaven from their house.  “Spring cleaning.”  We are talking, they use new dishes that are only to be used on Passover, the clean out their cabinets, throw away any food that has leaven (barley, wheat, rye, oats, soy, peanuts, and peas, corn, rice and mustard flour and many more- it would take too long to explain why each one isn’t kosher and everything else that could be listed)- but after they throw away everything, it hasn’t changed their hearts, it hasn’t helped them remember WHY they are doing this.  

· God not only commanded us to not eat leaven, but to remove it from the entire house- so its important what all these observant Jews are doing…right?  But, why would he do that?  In 1 Cor 5:6-8 it says that even a little leaven will ruin a whole batch of bread- it will make it unkosher.  BUT it then tells us that yeast/leaven isn’t as bad as the malice in our hearts.  If we are going to remove “yeast” from our house, we should also remove sin from our lives. 

· Lets remember the sacrifice that Yeshua made for our sins, he removed leaven in our lives that we never could have gotten rid of.

· Let’s take a few moments of silence for a time of “cleaning our house”-  internal confession ask the Lord to remove any sin/yeast in your life.

Lighting of Candles (light 2 candles) PP
· In Judaism there is a prayer for everything- seriously.  And it always begins with “Blessed are you Lord our God, King of the Universe….”

· Read Mess Jud prayer (and light the candles) PP
· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu Melekh aha’olam Asher kid’shanu bid’varo, v’natan lanu et Yeshua meshikheynu, v’tzivanu l’hiyot or la olam.

· Blessed are you, O lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who has sanctified us by your Word, and has given us Yeshua our Messiah, and commanded us to be a light to the world.

· For holidays, festivals, occasions: sheheckeyanu

· Read sheheckeyanu PP
· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu melekh ha’olam, shekekheyanu, v’kiy’manu, vehigiyanu laz’man hazeh.
· Blessed are you, O Lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who has granted us life and sustenance, and has permitted us to reach this season.

· Explain 4 cups of wine.  Each one has meaning: 

· At Passover, we celebrate these promises of redemption and relationship by drinking from our cups four times throughout the night.  With each cup, let us remember the union that God desires.

Cup of Sanctification PP
· Pour cup to drink

· Let us lift up our cup, and bless the name of the Lord together for bringing us out of Egypt, out of bondage!
· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu melekh ha’olam borey pri hagafen.
· Blessed are you, O Lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who creates the fruit of the vine.

· Let us drink while leaning left. to relax, running out to Egypt, do to appreciate relaxing

Washing Hands

· It is tradition from when the Temple was standing to have a ceremonial washing of hands.  

· This was the point that Yeshua washed the feet of the disciples.  A servant would wash someone’s hand’s, let alone one’s feet.  He wanted to show them that in order to be like Him, they must be servants.  In humility is when we become great.

· It seems so contradictive- to be the greatest, we must be the least.   But its true; its only when we realize that we are nobody and that we can’t be a great follower of the Lord, that we can never live up to people’s expectations of a believer- only then do we actually become what we want to become- when we give up trying!

· Give them a chance to wash each other’s hands.
Matzah

· Lift up Matzah and say “this is the bread of affliction which our ancestors ate in the land of Egypt.  All who are hungry let them come and eat.  All who are needy let them come and celebrate the Passover with us.  Now we are here; next year may we be in the land of Israel.  Now we are slaves; next year may we be free men.”
· Break Matzah (hold 3 pieces but break middle)
· We break the Matzah to represent affliction

· Matzah also means “bread of faith”…interesting that the bread of affliction is also the bread of faith…when do we need faith the most but in affliction…when is our faith strengthened the most but in affliction. 
· Afikoman- wrap broken piece in cloth/napkin
· We are focused on the idea that this has been done for thousands of years, but that Messiah will come any year now… so we remember that next year, we may be in Jerusalem.  But until we are redeemed and Messiah returns, it says that we are slaves.  
The Passover Story (8-11)
· It is tradition to have the youngest child ask the four questions.  We will skip them today because, well, there aren’t any children and we can explain it much faster this way.  

· They ask- why is this night so different from all other nights?  Tonight we recline because we are to appreciate that as free people we can and that our ancestors had to eat in haste because they were slaves.  Tonight we eat only unleavened Matzah to remember that our ancestors didn’t have time to let their bread rise, we eat bitter herbs to remember the tears that our ancestor’s shed.
· The story of the exodus is then told to the group- tradition says that the more one elaborates on the story of the departure from Egypt, the more righteous that person is- which means I’m not a very righteous leader because I’m skimming over it here.

· One person at each table tell the story of the Exodus

· God made a promise to our forefathers to make them a great nation and that they would last throughout the generations and this promise is true for us.  In every generation people rise against us and seek our destruction, but the Holy One, blessed be He, saves us from their hands.

· “We went down to Egypt as 70, the family of Jacob, and the Lord made us as many as the sands of the sea and stars in heaven.  They were fruitful, and became strong and numerous, which is what made the Egyptians nervous.  They were afraid we would rise up and overthrow them.  So they enslaved us, weighed us down with hard labor.  We cried out to the Eternal God of our Fathers, and He heard our voices, saw our pain in labor, and our sorrow in killing our males.  So with a strong and outstretched arm, with great terror, and with miraculous signs and mighty wonders, He brought us out of the land.”
Cup of Plagues (12)- don’t drink PP
· So through Moses, God brought 10 plagues on Egypt so that they would allow Israel to go, but Pharaoh’s heart was hardened.  Through: blood, frogs, lice, swarms of flies, cattle disease, boils, hail, locusts, darkness and the death of the firstborn Pharaoh finally allowed them to go, and even still changed his mind and chased them into the dessert. 
· I will recite each plague, you repeat each plague while dipping your finger into the cup, allowing a drop of wine to fall to your plate, thus reducing the fullness of our cup of joy this night. This symbolizes our sadness at the loss of human life---even that of our enemies.

· Dahm   “Blood”

· TzFar-Dey-ah  “Frogs”

· Ki-nim  “lice”

· Arov  “Swarm of Flies”

· Dever  “Cattle Disease”

· Sh’ Khim  “Boils”

· Bah-Rad  “Hail”

· Ar-Beh  “Locusts”

· Kho-Shekh  “Darkness”

· Mah-Kat B’ Kho-rot  “Death of the Firstborn” 

· Pharaoh saw the great wonders that the Eternal God was able to do, he was afraid of them and begged Moses to end each one, but his heart was too hard to make a true change, a lasting change in his life and in his decisions. 
· Somehow we think slavery is normal, don’t we see God’s hand then forget, he frees us then we go back…
· In what way have you hardened your heart?  Have you seen God trying to get your attention through trials (or even rewards?) in your life, yet you quickly forget what he does so that you can do what the world would have you do?  DISCUSS
The Passover Offering

· The Passover offering- each table at a traditional Seder is to have a shankbone (from the leg of a lamb).  This is to remember the lamb that was made as a sacrifice so that blood could mark the houses of the Israelites.  This is probably what John the Baptist had in mind when he said of Yeshua “Behold the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world.”  (John 1:29).
· From Abraham, sacrifices were made to show thanks to God for all that He had done.  Then, by the time Solomon built the temple, sacrifices were needed so that one could be forgiven of their sins.  But in order to follow the laws of making sacrifices, we must go to the Temple to do it.  But the temple was destroyed in 70 AD, so there must be some other way that God would have us receive forgiveness.  He gave us that way less than 40 years before the temple was destroyed.  He sent His son, Yeshua to the world so that He could live a perfect life and die sinless- so that He could take upon Him the sins of this world.

Hallel PP
· Hallel- we recite together Psalm 113.

Psalm 113  1 Praise the LORD!


Yes, give praise, O servants of the LORD. Praise the name of the LORD!  2 Blessed be the name of the LORD forever and ever. 3Everywhere—from east to west—praise the name of the LORD. 4For the LORD is high above the nations; his glory is far greater than the heavens. 5Who can be compared with the LORD our God, who is enthroned on high? 6Far below him are the heavens and the earth. He stoops to look, 7and he lifts the poor from the dirt and the needy from the garbage dump. 8 He sets them among princes, even the princes of his own people! 9 He gives the barren woman a home, so that she becomes a happy mother. 

Praise the LORD!
Cup of Recitation PP
· 2nd cup of wine  
· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu melekh ha’ olam borey pri hagafen

· Blessed are You, O Lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who creates the fruit of the vine.

· Drink it!

· Wash hands again

Maror & Matzah PP
· The Bitter Herbs are eaten to recall that the Egyptians embittered the lives of our ancestors in Egypt.  Each generation of Jews is regard themselves as if they had personally come out from Egypt, as it is written, “And you shall tell your son on that day, saying it is because of what the Eternal did fro me when I went forth from Egypt.” (Exodus 13:8). 

· Blessing over matzah, they eat matzah (15) PP
· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu melekh ha’ olam hamotzi lekhem min ha’ aretz
· Blessed are You, O Lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who brings forth bread from the earth.
· Eat by self

· Maror- we now eat the bitter herbs to cause us to shed tears of compassion as we remember the sorrow that our ancestors experienced thousands of years ago, and for those today who suffer the bitterness of oppression.
· Interesting point- it was at this point in the seder that Yeshua identified Judas as the one that would betray Him.  (John 13) “It is the one to whom I give this piece of matzah after I dip it in the dish”

· Blessing over bitter herbs- eat it PP
· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu melekh ha’ olam Asher Kid’shanu b’mitzvotav v’tzivanu al akhilat maror.
· Blessed are You, O Lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who has sanctified us with Your commandments, and commanded us to eat bitter herbs.

· Eat Bitter herbs

· Who do you know that does not know the messiah?

· Pray for the campus.  Feel the pain/bitterness of their slavery to death…and the hope of freedom found in Yeshua.
Eat Hallel sandwich charoset and matzah and bitter herbs
· Even (16) We dip the bitter herbs into haroset to remind ourselves that even the most bitter of circumstances can be sweetened by the hope we have in God.

· “for his anger is just for a moment, but His favor is for a lifetime; Weeping may linger for a night, but joy comes in the morning.” Psalms 30:2 
· Eat it

Afikkoman
· Afikoman- traditionally the afikoman is broken earlier in the Seder and then hidden.  After the meal (which we are about to eat) the children in the Seder search for it and redeem it by bringing it back to the parents and receiving their prize, or bargaining for a prize.  This is a fun time for traditional Jews, but as believers there is so much more significance.
· Afikoman Hebrew translation of Greek word that means “I came.”  Just as the middle piece of the Afikoman was broken, so Messiah was broken.  It is wrapped in a white cloth just as Messiah’s body as wrapped for burial.  Just as the Afikoman was hidden until just before the third cup (the cup of redemption), so Messiah as placed in a tomb, and appeared after three days during Yom Habikkurim—Day of Firstfruits.  

· Now, we get to a tricky part of the Seder.  This is the point when Yeshua told them to take the bread and eat, drink the wine for it is His body and blood.  We will not interpret this for you as it’s a really controversial topic.  We will share some interesting things that we can see when viewing it in the context of a Seder.  

· Yeshua took a piece of the Afikoman (part of which had been broken and hidden) and gave it to them and said “this is my body, which is broken for you; do this in memory of me.”  He is identifying himself as the Passover lamb, through the broken and hidden Afikoman.
· In Matt 13:46 Yeshua tells us a story of someone seeking treasure.  He finds a pearl of great value so he sells all that he has so that he can buy this pearl.  Shouldn’t we do the same thing?  He has revealed Himself to us as the sacrifice, the Lamb that will take away all of our sins- shouldn’t we be willing to give up everything so that we can receive what He is trying to give us?
Distribute and eat the Afikoman
Cup of Redemption PP
· Cup of Redemption is when He tells them to drink His blood.  Jews all over the world are drinking the “cup of redemption” and here He says- this is me!  I am your redemption, my blood cleanses your sins

· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu melekh ha’ olam borey pri hagafen

· Blessed are You, O Lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who creates the fruit of the vine.

· Drink it!

Meal (optional) 
· Remember the Poor- PP 
· Pray for Yeshua to return to release the captives…and to give us the courage to  join him now in freeing the oppressed.

Cup of Elijah
· Cup of Elijah- We read this prayer as a reminder that God will deliver us from all those who have sought to persecute our people throughout history.  We also remember the six million and all those who are still not free to celebrate as we do.

· Pour out Your wrath upon the nations that don’t know You, And upon the kingdoms that do not call upon Your Name; For they have consumed Jacob and laid waste his habitation.

· There is a place set up for Elijah, hoping that one year, he will be here as the forerunner to Messiah.  We believe that John the Baptist came in the spirit of Elijah preceding Messiah Yeshua.  It is no coincidence that Messiah and his forerunner are referred to so often after the Passover meal- Passover alludes strongly to world redemption through Messiah.

· Pour a cup for him but don’t drink

Hallel PP
· Hallel… Psalms of praise 
· All should say it.  Get EXCITED!!!  All believers are grafted on, they are now a part of Israel!
· Prophecy0 prior to Passover and Messiah’s Seder, as Yeshua entered the city of Jerusalem- the people gathering in the city also cried out repeatedly words from this pilgrimage psalm; “Please HaShem! Save us! Please deliver us Son of David! Baruckh Haba B’shem Adonai! Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!”  Psalm 118 also contains a traditional Mess passage; the stone that the builders rejected has become the chief cornerstone (Matt 21:42, Acts 4:11, 1 Peter 2:7-8).
·  Read call and response Hallel (19)
Cup of Praise PP
· Cup of praise and intimacy with God

· Barukh atah Adonai Eloheynu melekh ha’ olam borey pri hagafen

· Blessed are You, O Lord our God, Ruler of the universe, who creates the fruit of the vine.

· Drink it!

Conclusion PP
· Conclusion of the Seder as it says in the Haggadah
· Significance to yell next year in Jerusalem.

· Rev:  begin in garden but end in city…vast epic of God redeeming us.  taking what we build and shaping it into a holy city.

· Jeru = pagan god  salem= peace…God takes what was corrupted in humanity and redeems it through Jesus our prince of peace.

Pure One in heaven above, restore the congregation of Israel in Your love. Speedily lead Your redeemed people to Zion in joy.

And many nations will come and say, “Come, let us go up to the mountain of HaShem, to the house of the God of Jacob. He will teach us his ways, so that we may walk in his paths.”

For the Torah will go forth from Zion, the word of HaShem from Jerusalem.

They will neither harm nor destroy on all My Holy mountain, for the earth will be full of the knowledge of HaShem as the waters cover the sea. (Isaiah 11:9)

May Messiah return quickly, and speedily restore all things!
